About Hong Kong Information Technology Federation (HKITF) 

HKITF was founded in 1980 as a non-profit, non-political trade association to provide a forum in which the IT-related business in Hong Kong can work together for the benefit of the industry and to maintain a high level of business practice amongst the members. Over the years, HKITF has developed into a dynamic and highly respected organization with over 300 members. 

HKITF promotes local IT business through activities such as exhibitions, seminars, breakfast and luncheon speaker meetings and after-office-hours Networking Hours to exchange business ideas and to expand personal network.
