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Invitation for Hamburg TIMES Delegation Trip

Dear Members of HKITF,
On behalf of German Industry and Commerce, we would like to invite you to join a TIMES delegation trip to Hamburg from 13 to 17th November, 2006. Currently the USA and European markets are the most attractive places for business, however, it is also a great challenge for Hong Kong companies in TIMES industries (Telecom, IT/Consumer electronics, Media, E-commerce and Service providers) to find a foothold in the global market. According to the statistics of Association of Information Industry in Europe/IDC 2006, America accounts for 22% of worldwide ITC market while EU accounts for 33.6%, or a total of Euro 685.4 billion, of which Germany has 23% share, the highest in EU market. 

Also, reports of German Association for Information Technology, Telecommunications and New Media Association also forecast a strong demand for international ITC players to invest or finding cooperation partners in Germany:
· CAGR in Europe: 7.3% and Germany: 11.2%

· In 2008 IT outsourcing in Europe will reach 100 Billion Euro, and 17 Billion. Euro in Germany
· In general, IT outsourcing degree in Germany is lower than that in the whole Europe. However, in terms of web application, IT outsourcing degree in Germany is 60%, 9% higher than that in Europe.

· The mobile value-added service market in Germany will reach 43.9 billion Euro in 2010.SMS will occupy the main part but there will be a remarkable growth in  mobile mail and MMS. CAGR: SMS (-3,7%), MMS (+67,7%), mobile mail (+107,3%)，other mobile service (+85,6%)

· The CAGR  of Software offshore outsourcing market in U.S is 5.3%, in Germany is 14.9%

· The impetus of software offshore outsourcing lie in:

· The penetration of standardization

· Continuous automation in IT process

· Indigenous specific partners in Germany, communicate with clients in Germany constantly

With aiming at the way, how to enter German market effectively and seeking for the potential German partners to explore China market, the government of Hamburg city, Hamburg Business Development Corporation and Skillnet Consulting (based on the conclusion of 1000+ success stories of investment in Germany) will organize a delegation visit to Hamburg, for the purpose of business matching with German TIMES companies during 13th to17th, November 2006. The Hamburg government will be the main sponsor for the trip.
